Palermo Union School District follows two levels of security:

HIGH SECURITY ALERT: This action is taken by the school district when there is an emergency situation that may pose a threat to the safety of students or others on campus.

Visitor access will be restricted to the school office area.

A “High Security Alert” notice will be posted informing all visitors of the situation.

The superintendent/designee will determine which of the following actions will be taken:

· All school building doors locked.  All windows covered.  All students inside.

· Any student movement outside will be under adult supervision.

· An “emergency” automated phone message will be sent to parents/guardians.

School staff and students will remain under Hi Security Alert until further instructions are given by the principal or designee.

LOCKDOWN: This action is taken when the threat of violence or other emergency is identified or directed by law enforcement and requires campus closure.
· Teachers and students are to remain in the classrooms or designated areas until further instructions are given by law enforcement.
· The front entrance will be locked and no visitors other than appropriate law enforcement or emergency personnel will be allowed on campus.
